This home is in of good quality and in
good condition. There are not many properties like it in the arca, making true comparable hard to find as there are very few comparable sales.

The overall ratio for this area is 88%, that ratio suggested that this area is not over assessed.

The Board of Equalization decided due to lack of comparable sales to suggest otherwise, the Board voted 3-0 to uphold the Assessor's value.
