This decision is based on our finding that:
The issue before the Board is the assessed value of land/improvements.

A heasring was held on January 15th, 2020. Those present: Chair Jessica Hutchinson, Vice Chair Ann Shaw, Jennifer Hoyt, Clerk Taylor
Crouch, and Appraiser Anthony Clayton. No one was present for the Appellant.
Anthony Clayton, Appraiser stated this is a 3 acre parcel on Labrador Dr. off Thorp Cemetrey road. The Appellant stated on their petiiton that

the reason for their appeal was that this property had not water rights. The Appraiser states that according to the map this parcel is in the

yellow zone, means it takes time to get ccess to water but the rights are available. The comparable properties are also in the yellow and green

zones.

The Board of Equalization has decided that the Assessor's Office has successfully proven that the property being in the yellow zone for water

availability does not have a negative effect on market price. Absent any comparable sales evidence from the Appellant, the Board voted 3-0 to

uphold the Assessor's value.
