This decision is based on our finding that:
The issue before the Board is the assessed value of land/improvements.

A hearing was held January 5th, 2021. Those present: Vice Chair-Jessica Hutchinson, Jennifer Hoyt, Josh Cox, Clerk, Taylor Crouch, and
Appraiser Anthony Clayton. The Appellant was not present.

Anthony Clayton, Appraiser reviewed the exhibits and showed the map of the subject properties, there are power lines that go through part of
the parcels. There are also casements through the property. The Assessor’s Office recognizes there are easements and power lines. He then
provided comparable sales with easements and powerlines. Some parcels have irregular shapes to accommodate the power lines and
easements. Sales justified the valuation. The propertics have limited building sites, but there is water and water rights.

The Board of Equalization recognizes that properties with a power line easement present do some marketability challenges. However, the
comparable sales provided by the Assessor’s Office show that there is still a viable market for these properties. The Board voted 3-0 to sustain

the Assessor’s value.
