This decision is based on our finding that:
The issue before the Board is the assessed value of land/improvements.

A hearing was held on October 28, 2022. Those present: Jessica Hutchinson, Jennifer Hoyt, Josh Cox, Clerk Emily Smith, Appraiser Joel
Ihrke, and Appellant Donald Eddy.

The appellant asked why his home is a 3.5 quality, and his neighbors whose homes were built at the same time and same build are rated at a
3.0 for quality. All the comparable parcels submitted by the appellant are the same lot size as the subject.

The appraiser went over his submitted evidence, the quality rating has to do with outside finishes. The home is basic. He went over his
submitted sales study and explained the appraisal process. Sales 33, 39, and 37 on page 10 were used to Justify the subject’s value. The
subject is $197 per square foot. When compared to other homes, the subject is a little below market.

The Board voted 3-0 to uphold the Assessor’s Value. As evidenced by the comparable sales in the immediate neighborhood to the subject
property, including a sale of the same age and floor plan as the subject property, the price per square foot used by the Assessor is indicative of
the market value.
