Chairman Wachsmith moved to approve and authorize the Chairman's
signature on Amendment Number A to Contract Number 19-62210-008,
between Kittitas County and the Washington State Depart.ment of
Commerce, Local Government Division, Community Development Bl-ock
Grant Program, Public Services Grant, in the additional amount of
$100,280.00 for a new contract total of $183,847.00, for work to
incfude urgent, CDBG eligible COVIT-19 response service activities,
and to extend the Contract date from June 30, 2020 to February 28,
2027.
