At 2:00 p.m. CHAIRllAtit VIACHSMITH opened a Pub]-ic Hearing continued
from August 18, 2020 to consider the estabfishment of an opened
County Right-of-Way known as Pheasant Lane onto the Public Road
Network. He noted the record was closed.

MARK coOK, PITBLIC TIoRKS DIREcTOR/ff.ffgnfM ENGINEER reviewed a Staff
Report and said that folfowing many comments from agitated residents
and a l-aw firm against the request, he reconmended denying the
proposal at this time, remandj-ng it back to Staff to al_fow
discussions with the Department of Natural Resources and other
j-nterested partles. He al-so suggested bringing it back to the Board
for consideration before the end of the year.

COMMfSSfONER TIRIGHT moved to deny the request to establish an opened
County Right-of-Way known as Pheasant Lane onto the Public Road
Network; remand it back to staff for further di-scussions wlth
interested parties,' and to bring it back before the Board by the end
of 2020. CHAIRIIAII WACHSMITH seconded.

COMMISSfONER OSIADACZ acknowledged she briefed the Board during the
August 3L, 2020 Office Administration Meeting, foJ-lowing meeting
with property owners in the Pheasant Lane area. COMMISSIONER T{RIGHT
said he appreciated Di-rector Cooks recornmendation.
