MARK COOK, P(IBLIC IIORKS DIRECTOR reviewed a Staf f Report and
indicated they received a neighborhood petition on July 22, 2020 to
conduct a speed study and consider a reduction of speed on Lyons
Road between Wilson Creek Road and Naneum Road from 50 MPH to 35
MPH. He explained the process of how they conduct their speed
studies with the resufts. Their evaluation of the roadway geometrics
(vertical curves) affirmed appropriate design conformance to the
national standards of engineering practice. Mr. Cook lndicated that
Lyons Road is representative of most county roads: narrow fanes with
a mlnimal road shoufder and its operating at the upper end of their
accepted service levef for rural- road operation. The Public Works
Department's most recent twenty-year transportation plan does not
forecast Lyons Road as breaking accepted l-eve1s of service in the
next twenty-years. Staff recommended maintaining the existing 50
mil-es per hour speed limit. on Lyons Road.
