commissioner osiadacz reviewed options she had vetted through
the Prosecutor's Office. She reviewed options such as a
dedlcated phone line where voicemaif can be left; additional
drop off spots in the County; and a dedicated email account. She
stated that this woufd be until- the County is in Phase 4 and the
public can attend in person again. Commissj-oner Wright and
chairman wachsmith agreed to havlng a triar with a dedicated
host line, hot spots, and lmprove messaging on social media
etc., so that all the options are out there and identifled.
Commissioner Osiadacz expressed her frustration for the Board
not being willing to do more.
