Greg Zempel/ Prosecutor reviewed with the Board what the Bfake Case
heard at. the Washington State Supreme Court woufd affect the County.
This decision has implications on cases related to the simple drug
possess-ion l-aw dating back to I91 I. Rough estimat.es have this affecting
around 4,000 cases in the County.

The Prosecutor's Office has been waiting on more information from the
legislature on if thls woufd be the fiscal responsibility of the State
or the county. The Prosecutor's office has a model- they plan to use
which wifl route letters to affected partles where they can fj-fe a
Claim for Damages. This al-lows their office a bit of grace period to
see how the legislature reacts.

There was discussion on the dj-version program and drug courts and how
these programs may look moving forward. This decision fed to needing to
re-sentence some througth Superior Court, leading to more of a backlog
of cases due to COVID.
