At 2200 p.m. CIIAIRIU${ WACHSMITH opened a Public Hearj-ng to consider
the partial vacation of Rights-of-way in Division 1 of Timber
Va11ey.

!!ARK COOK, PUBLIC WORKS DfRECTOR reviewed a Staff Report and said
they had received an application to vacate portions of rights-of-way
in Division 1 of Timber Valley in February 2021,. The County Engineer
and Surveyor conducted research pursuant to the request and found no
reason to deny the request. once vacated, the land will become
attached to the applicant and add to the taxable land mass of the
County. The interior roads being vacated were never constructed and
the dedj-cation for public use requires a vacati-on by the county.
