Erica Loynd, DLR Principal, said she was the Project Manager on the
proposed new Courthouse. She has also been working on preparing the
public involvement p1an. Lisa Lazar, DLR Associate, reviewed the 2
final- sites, dt the Airport and remaining Downtown. There was
discussion on the pros and cons of each location. The Board was more
in favor of the Airport l-ocation after the dj-scussion. ft would be
cheaper to construct, there is more space available, funds would
become avail-able from selling downtown locations, and it would help
drive business out to the Airport. There needs to be an
investigation into an FAA clain that the jaif is not allowed on FAA
land because it constitutes as "overnight stays".

The Board stated they wished to have this ready for the ballot in
February of 2023. DLR is meeting with departments within the coming
week to get a ful-l scope of the needs for the space. DLR will focus
on the Airport site moving forward for schematics and design. The
design concept needs to be final-ized by mid-March to stay on track.
