SPECIAT MEETING APPOINTMENT OF COI'NTY CLERK COMMISSIONERS

At 1:30 p.m. Chairman Osiadacz call-ed a Special Meeting to order to
consj-der recommendations from the Republican Party for appointment
of the County Cl-erk. She reviewed the meeting process and
introductlons were made of the interview panel consisting of Darryl
Eflis, upper District court Judge; Jodi Hammond, chief crimj-nal
Deputy; Ken Blanford, Attorney; and the Board of County
Commissioners.

Candidates for consideration of appointment to the vacant County
Clerk position included Karen Bowen, Deana (DJ) Hoffman, and Brian
cullinane. They were provided an opportunity for timed opening
statements, questions, and answers, as wel-l as closing statements.

At 2:08 p.m. Chairman Osiadacz announced the Board woul-d recess into
Executive Session for 10 minutes with Darryl Eltis, Upper District
Court Judge; Jodi Hammond, Chief Criminaf Deputy; Ken Blanford,
Attorney, to evaluate the qualifications of a candidate for
appoi-ntment to elective office. However, any interview of such
candidate and final- action appointing a candidate to elective office
shall- be in a meeting open to the public action anticipated.

At 2:tB p.m. the Board reconvened out of Executive session. No
action was taken.
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At 2220 p.m. Chairman Osj-adacz announced the Board woufd recess back
into Executive Session with just themsefves for 10 minutes to
eval-uate the qualifications of a candidate for appoi-ntment to
elective office.

certification of the November General Election. Commissioner
Wachsmith seconded.
