DOCKET ITEM 1:

.IEREM:| iIOHNSTON, PLAI{NING OFFfCIAL, reviewed Docket Item 1. He said
the amendment was submitted by the Kittitas County Public Works
Department and Community Development Services to Titl_e L6
Subdivision Code section. The amendments included changes to bring
the Title into conformity with State standards, clarify ambiguous
sections, add a l-ot fine encroachment option for building placement
and provide and option for parcel combination for the purposes of
building placement. The lot line encroachment section includes some
additions to the side and rear lot line setback sections of several
zoning designations in Title Ll to cite the lot line encroachment
option. He went through Staff analysis and noted the planning
commission unanimously recornmended approvaf of the request, ds
proposed. The Board asked Staff questions and for clarification on
the proposaf.

THOSE PRESENT e TESTIFYING: PAT DENEEN felt the County needed to do
something with the new Critical Areas Ordinance and l-ot l-ines;
boundary line adjustments; and the ability to create smafler lots
within the S-acre zones.

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DOCKET ITEM 2:

'JEREMI| iIOHNSTON, PLAIINING OFFICIAL, reviewed Docket Item 2. He said
the proposed item was submitted by the Pubfic Works Department to
amend Titfe 12 Roads and Bridges, by replacing the existing road
variance committee process with an administrative process. MARK
COOK, PtBLfC IIORKS DIRECTOR, explained how they've been having
trouble getting a quorum for the Variance Commi-ttee, which was the
reason for the proposal. He submitted proposed changes of the
committee to having the Public Works Director, Fi_re Marshaf, or
designees, and one citizen to be appointed by the County
Commissioners. He explained the type of delays that had been caused
by not having a quorum present. DAI'[ CARLSON, CDS DIRECTOR provided
some background information and how the committee j-s subject to
appearance of fairness. STEPIIAI{IE IIARTUNG, DEPUTY PROSECUTOR,
provided information on requirements and State l-aw about ex-parte
under quasi-judicial proceedings. THERE BEING NO ONE REQI'ESTING TO
TESTTFY, THE pt BLIC PORTTON OF THE HEjARING IIAS CLOSED.
