Mark Cook briefed the Board of County Commissioners on the current
strategy to secure the USDA grant funding availabl-e. Mark Cook stated
that staff is working with Fire Officials and Emergency Management. to
prepare the grant and is focused on identifyj-ng specific corrj-d.ors
for improvement with the State plan for aligning with problem control-
fines. Mark Cook continued that the grant wou1d require a large match
fund and staff is looking into available assistance for those funds.
Discussion was held. The Board supports staff efforts toward securing
the necessary funding for grant match.

Mark Cook requested Board support of an
RFP for procurement to be completed at, upcoming Agenda session. The
Board supports moving forward with drone acquisition.

DUNFORD BARN UPDATE

Mark Cook stated he is in discussion with the owner of t,he Historic
Dunford Barn on Hwy 97 about possible acquisi-tion by Kittitas County
Public Works. Mark Cook added that shoufd Ki-ttitas County acquire the
barn by donation the vision is for publi_c access to the area,
parking, and facilities.
