DTRECTION Erc / WELLNESS COMMISSIONERS

Debbie Stanavich, Administrative Assistant gave an update on the
information received from the Auditor's office regarding fund
balance for Elc/Wellness. She explained that there has been a lot of
back and forth and some questions have come of it that needed Board
direction per Brian Carlson, Budget & Finance Director. She stated
that the Board needs to formally move the fund to the BoCC from the
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HR budget and she also wanted to get parameter around spending
authority etc., The Board granted permission to move the fund as it
should be tied to the positlon however they directed Staff to work
on a policy for the spendi-ng authority and purpose.
