Loeffers noted that the health department has funds for this position if it is not approved on the L't.
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Boots and Clo thins Allowance for ins rs'discussion
Chelsey Loeffers requested authorization from the board to include a SSOO.OO annual allowance for the
department's environmental health inspectors for boots and clothing allowance. Total staff allowance
would be 52100.00 a year. The board approved for cost to be incorporated into 2024 fee schedule and
budget for consideration.
