KITTITAS COUNTY CODE AMENDMENT OF
TITLE 10 “NO PARKING AREAS” SECTION 10.07.010 “AREAS DESIGNATED.”

WHEREAS: Kittitas County has determined that the amendment of Kitlitas County Code
Title 10 “No Parking Areas,” Section 10.07.010 "Areas designated,” as
described in Exhibit A, wouid benefit the public by prohibiting vehicles from
parking in front of Fire Station #82 and blocking emergency vehicle access;
and

WHEREAS: Kittitas County has determined that said amendment is consistent with RCW
46.61.570(1)(b){v), which authorizes establishment of a fire lane tow away
zone within twenty feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station and on
the side of 2 street opposite the entrance to any fire station within seventy-
five feet of said entrance when properly signposted; and

WHEREAS: The Board of Kittitas County Commissioners did hold a public hearing on
April 2, 2013 to hear public testimony regarding the amendment described in
Exhibit A; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that Board of Kittitas County Commissioners,
after due deliberation and in the best interest of the public, does hereby approve the
amendments to the Kittitas County Code Title 10 "No Parking Areas,” Section 10.07.010
“Areas designated” as described in Exhibit A.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, the Public Works Department is charged with preparing
and submitting the necessary clean updated versions of the Kittitas County Code
amendments as represented in Exhibit A to Information Technology, incorporating all the
amendments authorized herein, so that they can be placed on the County web page.

NO PARKING AREAS

Sections

10.07.020 Winter areas designated,

10.07.025 No avernight parking areas designated.

10.07.050 Turnaround areas on county roads.

10.07.060 Towing and impounding of vehicles violating parking restrictions.

10.07.010 Areas designated.
The board of county commissioners, in the best interest of the public, directs the director of public works
to post the following roads with "No Parking™:

Anderson Road, from Umptanum Road to Ellensburg City limits on west side,

Umptanum Road, from Anderson Road to Yakima River Bridge on north side,

Umptanum Road, from Anderson Road to I-30 overpass on south side,

Lake Cle Elum Dam Road, at dam (end of road), in turnaround area.

Mill Creek Road, both sides entire road.

Pfenning Road, from First Avenue to Third Avenue on east side.

Via Kachess Road, from milepost 0.85 to milepost 2.22 (end of road) both sides.

Kachess Lake Road, from milepost 2.895 to milepost 2.940, both sides,

Huntzinger Road, from milepost 2.66 to milepost 2.78, both sides.

10. Huntzinger Road, from milepost 3.00 to milepost 3.30 on east side.

11. Wilson Creek Road, at milepost 8.90, in turnaround area.

12. Thorp Highway from milepost 6.65 to milepost 6.80, 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., except Saturday,
Sunday and tegal holidays, on north side,

13. All roads contained in the Hyak RID No. 96-1.

14. Ringer Loop Road from mile post 0.53 to 0.82 on the east side of Ringer Loop and from mile post
0.82 to mile post 1.15 on the north side of Ringer Loop.

15. Canyon Road, from Stone Road south 0.25 miles, both sides.
