To minimize damage to public facilities and utdgisuch as water and gas mains,
electric, telephone and sewer lines, streets, addés located in areas of special
flood hazard,;

To help maintain a stable tax base by providingliersound use and
development of areas of special flood hazard g0 asnimize future flood blight
areas;

To ensure that potential buyers are notified thaperty is in an area of special
flood hazard,;

To ensure that those who occupy the areas of dfflend hazard assume
responsibility for their actions; and

To administer the Washington State Floodplain Manaent Act (Chapter 86.16
RCW) and maintain Kittitas County's eligibility participate in the National
Flood Insurance Program. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93181993).

14.08.015 M ethods of reducing flood |osses.
In order to accomplish its purposes, this chapieludes methods and provisions for:

1.

Restricting or prohibiting uses which are dangerousealth, safety, and property
due to water or erosion hazards, or which resutaimaging increases in erosion
or in flood heights or velocities;

Requiring that uses vulnerable to floods, includglities which serve such
uses, be protected against flood damage at thedtinméial construction;
Controlling the alteration of natural floodplaissream channels, and natural
protective barriers, which help accommodate or nkaflood waters;

Controlling filling, grading, dredging, and othesvatlopment which may increase
flood damage; and

Preventing or regulating the construction of fldzadriers which will unnaturally
divert floodwaters or may increase flood hazardstier areas. (Ord. 2001-03).
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14.08.020 Definitions,

Unless specifically defined below, words or phrassesd in this chapter shall be
interpreted so as to give them the meaning theg maeommon usage and to give this
chapter it's most reasonable application.

Appeal
A request for review of the county floodplain adisirator's interpretation or
application of any provision of this chapter oeguest for a variance.
Area of shallow flooding
A designated AO, or AH Zone on the flood insurarate map (FIRM). The base
flood depths range from one to three feet, a gtedafined channel does not exist,
the path of flooding is unpredictable and indeteate, and velocity flow may be
evident. AO is characterized as sheet flow and Adticates ponding.
Area of special flood hazard
The land in the floodplain within a community sutijeo a one percent or greater
chance of flooding in any given year. Designatiomuaps always includes the
letter A. Also referred to as "100-year floodplaanid "special flood hazard area."
Agriculture
"Agriculture” is the grazing, feeding, and waterimigivestock; plowing, seeding,
cultivation, and harvesting for the production adfgs and pasture; soil and water
conservation practices; the maintenance of farstark ponds, irrigation ditches,
irrigation structures, drainage ditches, undergdodirminage systems, fences and
farm roads, the control of noxious weeds or otleregally accepted agriculture
practices, and for purposes of this chapter doesnlmude associated structures
and/or appurtenances.
Base flood
The flood having a one percent chance of beingledua exceeded in any given
year. Also referred to as the "100-year flood." iQeation on maps always
includes the letter A.
Base Flood Elevation
The computed elevation to which flood water is@ptted to rise during the base
flood period. Base Flood Elevations (also refeteeds BFES) are shown on
Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs) and on the flewdiles. The BFE is the
regulatory requirement for the elevation or floasifing of structures.
Relationship between the BFE and a structure’saéilew determines the flood
insurance premium.
Basement
Any area of the building having its floor subgrgtelow ground level) on all
sides.
Best available information
In the absence of official flood insurance rate rdafa, communities can use data
from other federal, state, or other sources pralities data has either been
generated using technically defensible methods based on reasonable
historical analysis and experience.
Breakaway wall
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A wall that is not part of the structural suppdirtiee building and is intended
through its design and construction to collapsesus@ecific lateral loading
forces, without causing damage to the elevatedquodf the building or
supporting foundation system.

Critical facility
A facility for which even a slight chance of floodi might be too great. Critical
facilities include, but are not limited to, schqatsirsing homes, hospitals, police,
fire and emergency response installations, instatla which produce, use or
store hazardous materials or hazardous waste eatadrcservice facilities for
utilities and special utilities (as defined undéra@ter 17.61 KCC) as determined
by the administrator.

Development
Any manmade change to improved or unimproved retake, including but not
limited to buildings or other structures, miningedging, filling, grading, paving,
excavation or drilling operations or storage ofipqent or materials located
within the areas of special flood hazard.

Elevated building
For insurance purposes, a hon-basement buildinghatas its lowest elevated
floor raised above ground level by foundation wadlsear walls, post, piers,
pilings, or columns.

Existing manufactured home park or subdivision
A manufactured home park or subdivision for whicé tonstruction of facilities
for servicing the lots on which the manufacturedbe are to be affixed
(including, at a minimum, the installation of ui#s, the construction of streets,
and either final site grading or the pouring of c@te pads) is completed before
the effective date of the adopted floodplain manzay# regulations.

Expansion to an existing manufactured home pasubdivision
The preparation of additional sites by the consitbacof facilities for servicing
the lots on which the manufactured homes are @ffibeed (including the
installation of utilities, the construction of stte, and either final site grading or
the pouring of concrete pads).

Flood (or "flooding")
A general and temporary condition of partial or gbete inundation of normally
dry land areas from the unusual and rapid accuioalaf runoff or surface
waters from any source.

Flood insurance rate map (FIRM)
The official map on which the Federal Insurance Adstration has delineated
both the areas of special flood hazards and thersmium zones applicable to
the community.

Flood insurance study
The official report provided by the Federal Inswaidministration that includes
flood profiles, the Flood Boundary-Floodway Mapdahe water surface
elevation of the base flood.

Floodway
The channel of a river or other watercourse andthacent land areas (a portion
of the 100-year floodplain) that must be reservedrder to discharge the base
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flood without cumulatively increasing the waterfage elevation more than one
foot.

Lowest floor
The lowest floor of the lowest enclosed area (iditlg basement). An unfinished
or flood resistant enclosure, usable solely fotdig access in an area other than
a basement area, is not considered a building'sdbfloor, provided that such
enclosure is not built so as to render the stredtuwviolation of the applicable
non-elevation design requirements in KCC 14.08.250(

Manufactured home
A structure, transportable in one or more sectiamsch is built on a permanent
chassis and is designed for use with or withowtrananent foundation when
attached to the required utilities. The term "mawtidred home" does not include
a "recreational vehicle."

Manufactured home park or subdivision
A parcel (or contiguous parcels) of land dividetbitwo or more manufactured
home lots for rent or sale.

New construction
Structures for which the "start of constructionfrooenced on or after the
effective date of this ordinance codified in thiepter.

New manufactured home park or subdivision
A manufactured home park or subdivision for whicé tonstruction of facilities
for servicing the lots on which the manufacturedhike are to be affixed
(including at a minimum, the installation of ui#is, the construction of streets,
and either final site grading or the pouring of c@te pads) is completed on or
after the effective date of adopted floodplain nggmaent regulations.

Recreational vehicle
A vehicle which is:

1. Built on a single chassis;

2. Four hundred square feet or less when measurée &rgest horizontal
projection;

3. Designed to be self-propelled or permanently towdiyl a light duty
truck; and

4. Designed primarily not for use as a permanent dmgebut as temporary
living quarters for recreational, camping, trawlseasonal use.

Riverine
Relating to, formed by, or resembling a river (utthg tributaries), stream,
brook, etc.

Start of construction
Includes substantial improvement, and means treetatbuilding permit was
issued, provided the actual start of constructiepair, reconstruction, placement
or other improvement was within 180 days of therpedate. The actual start
means either the first placement of permanent oectsin of a structure on a site,
such as the pouring of slab or footings, the ifegiah of piles, the construction of
columns, or any work beyond the stage of excavatiothe placement of a
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manufactured home on a foundation. Permanent cmtistn does not include
land preparation, such as clearing, grading ahddilnor does it include the
installation of streets and/or walkways; nor ddaesdlude excavation for a
basement, footings, piers, or foundations or tlkeetern of temporary forms. For a
substantial improvement, the actual start of cocitsn means the first alteration
of any wall, ceiling, floor, or other structuralrpaf a building, whether or not
that alteration affects the external dimensionghefbuilding.

Structure
A walled and roofed building including a gas owiidj storage tank that is
principally above ground.

Substantial damage
Damage of any origin sustained by a structure wWietiee cost of restoring the
structure to it's before damaged condition wouldaar exceed 50 percent of
the market value of the structure before the dansagarred.

Substantial improvement
Any repair, reconstruction, or improvement of aisture, the cost of which
equals or exceeds 50 percent of the market valtieeddtructure either:

1. Before the improvement or repair is started; or

2. If the structure has been damaged and is beingregstbefore the damage
occurred. For the purposes of this definition, *gahtial improvement" is
considered to occur when the first alteration of aall, ceiling, floor, or
other structural part of the building commencesetivar or not that
alteration affects the external dimensions of thecsure.

3. The term does not include either (i) any projectifigprovement of a
structure to correct existing violations of statéozal health, sanitary, or
safety code specifications which have been idewtibly the local code
enforcement official and which are the minimum reseey to assure safe
living conditions, or (ii) any alteration of a stture listed on the National
Register of Historic Places or a State Inventorifistoric Places.

Variance
A grant of relief from the requirements of this ptex which permits construction
in a manner that would otherwise be prohibitedHiy thapter.

Water dependent
A structure for commerce or industry which cannasiein any other location and
is dependent on the water by reason of the intringture of its operations.

(Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 2.0, 1993).
Articlell. General Provisions
14.08.030 L ands to which this chapter applies.

This chapter shall apply to all areas of spec@dd| hazards within the jurisdiction of
Kittitas County. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 3.2923).
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14.08.040 Basis for establishing the ar eas of special flood hazard.

The areas of special flood hazard identified byRbderal Insurance Administration in a
scientific and engineering report entitled "Thedeédnsurance Study for the County of
Kittitas County," dated November 5, 1980, and awsgions thereto, with an
accompanying flood insurance rate map (FIRM), amdravisions thereto, are hereby
adopted by reference and declared to be a pantsothapter. The flood insurance study
and the FIRM are on file at the Community Developtfgervices Department. The best
available information for flood hazard area ideaéfion as outlined in KCC 14.08.120
shall be the basis for regulation until a new FIBRNssued which incorporates the data
utilized under KCC 14.08.120. (Ord. 2001-03; Org:18 § 3.2, 1993).

14.08.050 Compliance.

No structure or land shall hereafter be constrydtehted, extended, converted, or
altered without full compliance with the terms bistchapter and other applicable
regulations. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 3.3, 1993)

14.08.060 Abrogation and greater restrictions.

This chapter is not intended to repeal, abrogatanpair any existing easements,
covenants, or deed restrictions. However, whesedhapter and another ordinance,
easement, covenant, or deed restriction confliciverlap, whichever imposes the more
stringent restrictions shall prevail. (Ord. 2001-08d. 93-18 § 3.4, 1993).

14.08.070 I nter pretation.
In the interpretation and application of this clespall provisions shall be:

1. Considered as minimum requirements;

2. Liberally construed in favor of the governing bodyd

3. Deemed neither to limit nor repeal any other povgeasited under state statutes.
(Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 3.5, 1993).

14.08.080 War ning and disclaimer of liability.

The degree of flood protection required by thisptBais considered reasonable for
regulatory purposes and is based on scientificeaagiheering considerations. Larger
floods can and will occur on rare occasions. Floeights may be increased by manmade
or natural causes. This chapter does not implyl#mat outside the areas of special flood
hazards or uses permitted within such areas wilidx=from flooding or flood damages.
This chapter shall not create liability on the pdrKittitas County, any officer or
employee thereof, or the Federal Insurance Admatish, for any flood damages that
result from reliance on this chapter or any adniiaisve decision lawfully made
hereunder. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 9318 § 3.6, 1993).

Articlelll. Administration
14.08.090 Development per mit required.

A development permit shall be obtained before coribn or development begins
within any area of special flood hazard establishddCC 14.08.040. The permit shall
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be for all structures including manufactured honassset forth in definitions (KCC
14.08.020), and for all development includingdiid other activities, also as set forth in
definitions (KCC 14.08.020). (Ord. 2001-03; Ord-B88§ 4.1, 1993).

14.08.100 Designation of the administrator.

1. The Community Development Services director is agpd to administer and
implement this chapter by granting or denying flplaéh development permit
applications in accordance with its provisions. Twmmmunity Development
Services director shall also be responsible farpretations of the flood
insurance rate maps (FIRM), and floodplain anddiway field designations. The
Kittitas County Community Development Services Drépant shall maintain and
keep all files and related information regarding tlounty's National Flood
Insurance Program eligibility.

2. The director of Community Development Services Idbakesponsible for field
verification of first floor elevations at the tinoé framing inspection, and all other
special construction requirements contained inc¢hapter. Community
Development Services shall also be responsibladoertaining whether all
building permits issued in areas within the 100ryk0dplain comply with all of
the special construction requirements of this arapt

3. The Kittitas County Community Development ServiBdésnning and Building
divisions shall review all development permits &efmine that the permit
requirements of this chapter have been satisfe@dew all development permits
to determine that all necessary permits have bb&ined from those federal,
state, or local government agencies from whichr@pproval is required.

4. Review all development permits to determine if pheposed development is
located in the floodway. If located in the floodwagsure that the provisions of
KCC 14.08.300 are met. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-482§ 1993).

14.08.110 Application for development permit.

Applications for a building or floodplain developnigermit shall be made on forms
furnished by Kittitas County and may include, bat be limited to, plans in duplicate
drawn to scale showing the nature, location, dinwerss and elevations of the area in
guestion; existing or proposed structures, fibyage of materials, drainage facilities, and
the location of the following. Specifically, thellfmving information is required:

1. Elevation in relation to mean sea level of the Isifoor (including basement) of
all structures;

2. Elevation in relation to mean sea level to whick sinucture has been flood-
proofed;

3. Certification by a registered professional engir@earchitect that the flood-
proofing methods for any nonresidential structueetthe flood-proofing criteria
in KCC 14.08.270; and

4. Description of the extent to which a watercoursk lvg altered or relocated as a
result of the proposed development. (Ord. 200108, 93-18 § 4.3, 1993).
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14.08.115 Elevation Certificates.
Flood elevation certificates will be required tosadmitted to Community Development
Services:

1. For construction drawings prior to issuance of gdmg permit

2. For a building under construction prior to scheunlylof a framing inspection

3. For finished construction prior to issuance of atiieate of Occupancy.

14.08.120 Use of other base flood data.

When base flood elevation data has not been pra\ilend V Zones) in accordance
with KCC 14.08.040, basis for establishing the amafaspecial flood hazard, the
Community Development Services director shall ahteeview, and reasonably utilize
any base flood elevation and floodway data avaléfdm a federal, state or other source
in order to administer KCC 14.08.240 through 14208, specific standards, and KCC
14.08.300, Floodways. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-1848 #993). The applicant for
proposed developments where no base flood elevexisis shall conduct a site specific
engineering analysis to determine a base floodhétav for the project site.

14.08.130 Information to be obtained and maintained.

1. Where base flood elevation data is provided thrabgtflood insurance study,
FIRM, or required as in KCC 14.08.120, obtain agscbrd the actual (as built)
elevation (in relation to mean sea level) of thedst floor (including basement)
of all new or substantially improved structuresj arhether or not the structure
contains a basement.

2. For all new or substantially improved flood-proofgductures where base flood
elevation data is provided through the flood insgeastudy, FIRM, or as required
in KCC 14.08.120:

a. Verify and record the actual elevation (in relattormean sea level) to
which the structure was flood-proofed; and
b. Maintain the flood-proofing certifications requiredkKCC 14.08.110(3).

3. Maintain for public inspection all records pertaigito the provisions of this
chapter.

4. Professional land surveyors, engineers and ard¢hiséall be authorized to
prepare elevation certificates for compliance litils chapter and the National
Flood Insurance Program. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 9348, 1993).

14.08.140 Alter ation of water cour ses.
The director of Community Development Serviceslshal

1. Notify adjacent communities and the Departmentadl&gy prior to any
alteration or relocation of a watercourse, and subwmdence of such notification
to the Federal Insurance Administration.

2. Require that maintenance is provided within therali or relocated portion of
said watercourse so that the flood-carrying capasihot diminished. (Ord.
2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 4.6, 1993).
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14.08.150 Inter pretation of FIRM boundaries.

Make interpretations, where needed, as to exaatitotof the boundaries of the areas of
special flood hazards (for example, where therearpto be a conflict between a
mapped boundary and actual field conditions). Térs@n contesting the location of the
boundary shall be given a reasonable opportunigptzeal the interpretation as provided
in KCC 14.08.160. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 4993).

ArticlelV. Variance Procedure
14.08.160 Appeal board.

1. The Kittitas County building appeals board as dsthaéd by the county shall hear
and decide appeals and requests for variancestfremequirements of this
chapter.

2. The appeals board shall hear and decide appealsitnisealleged there is an
error in any requirement, decision, or determimatitade by the county in the
enforcement or administration of this chapter.

3. Those aggrieved by the decision of the appealsdbaraany taxpayer may appeal
such decision to the Kittitas County superior casrprovided by law.

4. In passing upon such applications, the appealsiisiall consider all technical
evaluations, all relevant factors, standards sggecih other sections of this
chapter, and the following:

a. The danger that materials may be swept onto o#melis| to the injury of
others;

b. The danger to life and property due to floodinggmsion damage;

c. The susceptibility of the proposed facility anddtstents to flood damage
and the effect of such damage on the individualewwn

d. The importance of the services provided by the gsed facility to the
community;

e. The necessity to the facility of a waterfront locat where applicable;

f. The availability of alternative locations for theoposed use which are not
subject to flooding or erosion damage,;

g. The compatibility of the proposed use with existamgl anticipated
development;

h. The relationship of the proposed use to the congmsikie plan and
floodplain management program for the area;

i. The safety of access to the property in timesawdlIfor ordinary and
emergency vehicles;

j. The expected heights, velocity, duration, ratass,rand sediment
transport of the flood waters and the effects ofevaction, if applicable,
expected at the site; and

k. The costs of providing governmental services duang after flood
conditions, including maintenance and repair ofljgulttilities and
facilities such as sewer, gas, electrical, and mststems, and streets and
bridges.

Generally, the only condition under which a variafrom the elevation standard
may be issued is for new construction and substlantprovements to be erected
on a lot one-half acre or less in size contiguouasntd surrounded by lots with
existing structures constructed below the baselfevation provided
subsections (4)(a) through (k) of this section haeen fully considered. As the
lot size increases, the technical justificationuiegd for issuing the variance
increases.

Upon consideration of the factors of subsectiorof4his section and the
purposes of this chapter, the appeals board magtasiuch conditions to the
granting of a variance as it deems necessary toefluthe purposes of this
chapter.

Community Development Services shall maintain #geords of all appeal actions
and report any variances to the Federal Insuranireiristration upon request.
After the county has rendered an order either grgmr denying a flood control
zone permit, said order may be appealed to theitrwil Control Hearings Board
pursuant to state law. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-4885 1993).

14.08.170 Conditions for variances.

1.

Variances may be issued for the reconstructiorgbiéitation, or restoration of
structures listed on the National Register of HistBlaces or the State Inventory
of Historic Places without regard to the procedwetsforth in the remainder of
this section.
Variances shall not be issued within any designfitediway if any increase in
flood levels during the base flood discharge waekllt. Variance requests in the
designated floodway shall be accompanied by a gsajaal engineering analysis
of the resultant base flood discharge.
Variances shall only be issued upon a determindhianthe variance is the
minimum necessary, considering the flood hazardfftrd relief and upon:
a. A determination that failure to grant the variamazuld result in
exceptional hardship to the applicant; and
b. A determination that the granting of a variancd wnalt result in increased

flood heights, additional threats to public safetytraordinary public

expense, and create a nuisance.
Variances as interpreted in the National Flood dlasce Program are based on the
general zoning law principle that they pertain fghgsical piece of property; they
are not personal in nature and do not pertaingctiucture, its inhabitants,
economic or financial circumstances. They primaailiglress small lots in densely
populated residential neighborhoods. As such, maga from the flood elevation
requirements should be quite rare.
Variances may be issued for nonresidential buikslingvery limited
circumstances to allow a lesser degree of flooaong than watertight or dry-
flood-proofing, where it can be determined thathsaction will have low damage
potential, and comply with all other variance aide
Any applicant to whom a variance is granted shalgiven written notice that the
structure will be permitted to be built with a lostdloor elevation below the base

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flood elevation and that the cost of flood insuemgll be commensurate with the
increased risk resulting from the reduced lowesirfelevation. (Ord. 2001-03;
Ord. 93-18 § 4.9, 1993).

ArticleV. Provisionsfor Flood Hazard Reduction

14.08.180 Gener al standards.

In all areas of special flood hazards, the follayvitandards (set forth in KCC 14.08.190
through 14.08.230) are required. (Ord. 200103; O8d18 § 5.1, 1993).

14.08.190 Anchoring.

1. All new construction and substantial improvemehislisoe anchored to prevent
flotation, collapse, or lateral movement of theisture.

2. All manufactured homes must likewise be anchorgaréwent flotation, collapse,
or lateral movement, and shall be installed usieghads and practices that
minimize flood damage. Anchoring methods may inelualt are not limited to,
use of over-the-top or frame ties to ground ancfreference FEMA's
"Manufactured Home Installation in Flood Hazard @s¢guidebook for
additional techniques). (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-1881, 1993).

14.08.195 AH Zone drainage.

Adequate drainage paths are required around stasctun slopes to guide floodwaters
around and away from proposed structures. (Ordl-2X&).

14.08.200 Construction materials and methods.

1. All new construction and substantial improvemeihtslise constructed with
materials and utility equipment resistant to flatzamage.

2. All new construction and substantial improvemeihtalisbe constructed using
methods and practices that minimize flood damage.

3. Electrical, heating, ventilation, plumbing, and-@imditioning equipment and
other service facilities shall be designed andtbewise elevated or located so as
to prevent water from entering or accumulating mitine components during
conditions of flooding. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18.8.2, 1993).

14.08.210 Utilities.

1. All new and replacement water supply systems $ietlesigned to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the sgm.

2. New and replacement sanitary sewage systems shdédigned to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the $gms and discharge from the
systems into flood waters.

3. On-site waste disposal systems shall be locategidm impairment to them or
contamination from them during flooding.

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4. New water wells shall be constructed in compliawie WAC 173-160-171.
(Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 5.1.3, 1993).

5. Fuel storage tanks shall either be elevated oraedhusing methods and
practices that minimize flood damage. (consistatit ®"EMA's "Protecting
Building Utilities From Flood Damage" guidebook techniques).

14.08.220 Subdivision proposals.

1. All subdivision proposals shall be consistent with need to minimize flood
damage.

2. All subdivision proposals shall have public utdgiand facilities such as sewer,
gas, electrical, and water systems located andremtsd to minimize flood
damage.

3. All subdivision proposals shall have adequate égenprovided to reduce
exposure to flood damage.

4. Where base flood elevation data has not been prdwd is not available from
another authoritative source, it shall be genertedubdivision proposals and
other proposed developments and shall be noteleofinal mylar.

5. All subdivisions shall show on the face of both gineliminary and final plat, for
either short or long plats, the boundary of they&@® floodplain and floodway.
(Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 5.1.4, 1993).

14.08.230 Review of building per mits.

Where elevation data is not available either thihotlg flood insurance study, FIRM, or
from another authoritative source (KCC 14.08.12pplications for building permits
shall be reviewed to assure that proposed consirusill be reasonably safe from
flooding. The test of reasonableness is a locajmeht and includes use of historical
data, high water marks, photographs of past flapd#tc., where available. Failure to
elevate at least two feet above the highest adjarade in these zones may result in
higher insurance rates. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-581L%, 1993).

14.08.240 Specific standar ds.

In all areas of special flood hazards where basmlfelevation data has been provided

base flood elevation.

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registered professional engineer or architect sstrmeet or exceed the following
minimum criteria:

a. A minimum of two openings having a total net aréaat less than one
square inch for every square foot of enclosed subgct to flooding shall
be provided.

b. The bottom of all openings shall be no higher thae foot above grade.

c. Openings may be equipped with screens, louversthar coverings or
devices provided that they permit the automaticyesuhd exit of
floodwaters. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 5.2.1,3)99

3. Because of hydrodynamic loads, crawlspace construt not permitted in areas
with flood velocities greater than 5 feet per setanless the design is approved
by a registered architect or licensed engineer.

4. Any building utility systems within the crawlspacist be elevated above the
Base Flood Elevation (BFE) or designed so thatdieaters cannot enter or
accumulate within the system components duringdfloanditions. Ductwork, in
particular must be located above the BFE or sdal@devent the entry of
floodwaters.

5. Portions of buildings below the BFE must be cortrd with materials resistant
to flood damage. This includes any joists, ponjisyaeams, posts, insulation,
wall coverings, wall sheathing or other materiakst textend below the BFE.

6. The elevation of the interior crawlspace gradeidm®f the foundation walls in
crawlspace construction) must be at or above thedoelevation of the exterior
grade. Below-grade crawlspace foundations wilhlb@ved onlyif all of the
following conditions are me(buildings that have bel ow-grade crawl spaces may
have higher flood insurance premiums than buildings that have the preferred
crawlspace construction, with the interior elevation at or above the lowest
adjacent exterior grade).

a. The interior grade of the crawlspace (below the BRESt not be more
than 2 feet below the lowest adjacent exterior grad

b. The height of the below-grade crawlspace, meaduoedthe interior
grade of the crawlspace to the top of the crawkspagndation wall must
not exceed 4 feet at any point.

c. There must be an adequate drainage system thavesrfloodwaters from
the interior of the crawlspace. Possible optiowduide natural drainage
through porous, well drained soils and drainagéesys such as perforated
pipes, drainage tiles, gravel or crushed stonendga by gravity, or
mechanical means.

7. Garages attached to a residential structure must tihe floor elevated above the
BFE or be constructed according to the followingdaitons:

a. The walls must have openings designed to autonfigtegualize
hydrostatic and hydrodynamic flood forces by allegvior the entry and
exit of floodwaters. (See the requirements ligtbdve for the residential
structure per 14.08.250).

b. All portions of the garage below the BFE must bestaicted with
materials resistant to flood damage. This inclualgsstuds, walls,
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beams, posts, insulation, wall coverings, wall #ieg or other materials
that extend below the BFE.

14.08.260 Detached accessory buildings (gar ages).

The following special provisions apply only to dgtad accessory structures used as
garages to single-family residences. When an aspesfucture represents a minimal
investment, the elevation or dry flood-proofingr&tards need not be met. However, all
other requirements applicable to structures wilapplicable. A minimum investment
shall be determined by the applicable guiding atiyycor by appeal under the variance
procedure and shall be determined, if necessarg,aase-to-case basis. However, as a
general application, an expenditure for the acegssioucture of not more than 10
percent of the value of the main structure shattdresidered a minimal investment.

1. Accessory structures shall not be used for humaitdteon and must be limited
to parking and storage.

2. Accessory structures shall comply with the fourmatpening requirements in
KCC 14.08.250(2).

3. Accessory structures shall be constructed and glacehe building site so as to
offer the minimum resistance to the flow of flooders.

4. Accessory structures must be adequately anchoneckt@nt flotation, collapse,
or lateral movement of the structure which may ltaaudamage to other
structures.

5. Accessory structures must comply with floodplaicreachment provisions of
this chapter and the National Flood Insurance Riragr

6. Service facilities such as electrical and heatipggment shall be elevated one
foot or more above the base flood elevation.

7. Applicants that elect not to elevate the lowestiflof accessory structures under
the provisions of this section shall be notifiedttlood insurance premiums will
be based on rates that are one foot below thefloagkelevation. (Ord. 2001-03;
Ord. 93-18 § 5.2.2, 1993). The applicant shall\wera that flood insurance rates
may be increased as a result of this practiceaamute stating such shall be
included in the issuance of related permits.

14.08.270 Nonresidential construction.

New construction and substantial improvement of @mymercial, industrial or other
nonresidential structures, except detached acgessactures, shall either have the
lowest floor, including basement, elevated one tmanhore above the base flood
elevation; or, together with attendant utility esahitary facilities, shall:

1. Be flood-proofed so that below one foot above theelflood level the structure is
watertight with walls substantially impermeabldahe passage of water.

2. Have structural components capable of resistingdstdtic and hydrodynamic
loads and effects of buoyancy.

3. Be certified by a registered professional engimeerchitect that the design and
methods of construction are in accordance with@ecestandards of practice for
meeting provisions of this subsection based on tteielopment and/or review
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of the structural design, specifications and pl&uwh certifications shall be
provided to the official as set forth in KCC 14.080(2).

Nonresidential structures that are elevated, omoflproofed, must meet the same
standards for space below the lowest floor as destin KCC 14.08.250(2).
Applicants flood-proofing nonresidential buildingfsall be notified that flood
insurance premiums will be based on rates thab@egfoot below the flood-
proofed level. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 5.2993).

14.08.280 Critical facility.

Construction of new, critical facilities shall bechted outside the limits of the special
flood hazard area. However, new construction abdtamtial improvement of both new
and existing critical facilities shall be permidsilwithin the 100-year floodplain,
provided no feasible alternative site is availablg] provided the facility's nature is
related to or necessitates a riverine locationi@scmunicipal water and sewer pump
stations and related treatment facilities).

Critical facilities shall have the lowest floor etded three feet or more above the
base flood elevation; and

Flood-proofing and sealing measures must be takengure that toxic
substances will not be displaced by or releasedfiobdwaters; and

accordance with KCC 14.08.190(2).

2. Manufactured homes to be placed or substantialpramed on sites in an existing

manufactured home park or subdivision that aresnbject to the above
manufactured home provisions be elevated so ttiarei
a. The lowest floor of the manufactured home is elestane foot or more
above the base flood elevation; or
b. The manufactured home chassis is supported byoreed piers or other
foundation elements of at least equivalent strettzahare no less than 36
inches in height above grade and be securely aedhoran adequately
designed foundation system to resist flotationlapsle, and lateral
movement. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 5.2.5, 1993).

14.08.295 Recr eational vehicles.
Recreational vehicles placed on sites are requared

1. Be on the site for fewer than 180 consecutive dagd;

2. Be fully licensed and ready for highway use, owitgels or jacking system, be
attached to the site only by quick disconnect tyildies and security devices,
and have no permanently attached additions. (@R@L@3).

14.08.300 Floodways.

Located within areas of special flood hazard esthbtl in KCC 14.08.040 are areas
designated as floodways. Since the floodway isxaremely hazardous area due to the
velocity of floodwaters which carry debris, potahprojectiles, and erosion potential, the
following provisions apply:

1. Prohibit encroachments, including fill, new constran, substantial
improvements, and other development, unless for:

a. Repairs, reconstruction, or improvements to a streavhich do not
increase the ground floor area; and

b. Repairs, reconstruction or improvements to a atrecthe cost of which
does not exceed 50 percent of the market valuleeo$tructure either: (i)
before the repair or reconstruction is startedjipif the structure has
been damaged, and is being restored, before thagiaotcurred. Any
project for improvement of a structure to correastng violations of
state or local health, sanitary, or safety codeishvhave been identified
by the local code enforcement official and whicé tire minimum
necessary to assure safe living conditions orrtctires identified as
historic places shall not be included in the 5@eet.

2. Filling in the floodway is prohibited except forsidential maintenance.
Residential maintenance is considered the impodfrzark or top soil for flower
beds and gardens. The quantity of material musbleto be hauled in a pick up
truck and not require the use of a commercial dtmngk. The total amount of
material shall not exceed one load per calendar yea

3. Traditional agricultural practices are exempt. ((@01-03; Ord. 93-18 § 5.3,
1993).

14.08.305 Wetlands management.
See KCC Title 17A. (Ord. 2001-03; Ord. 93-18 § 34993. Formerly 14.08.310).

14.08.310 Standardsfor shallow flooding areas (AO Zones).

Shallow flooding areas appear on FIRMs as AO Zavigdsdepth designations. The base
flood depths in these zones range from one to fieeteabove ground where a clearly
defined channel does not exist, or where the plfllo@ding is unpredictable and where
velocity flow may be evident. Such flooding is ubyiaharacterized as sheet flow. In
these areas, the following provisions apply:
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1. New construction and substantial improvements silential structures and
manufactured homes within AO Zones shall havedhest floor (including
basements) elevated above the highest grade atljadée building, one foot or
more above the depth number specified in feet e-tRM (at least two feet
above the highest adjacent grade to the strudtaedepth number is specified).

2. New construction and substantial improvements of@esidential structures
within AO Zones shall either:

a. Have the lowest floor (including basement) elevatkdve the highest
adjacent grade of the building site, one foot orerabove the depth
number specified on the FIRM (at least two feetfdepth number is
specified); or

b. Together with attendant utility and sanitary fdmk, be completely flood-
proofed to or above that level so that any spatmibthat level is
watertight with walls substantially impermeabldite passage of water
and with structural components having the capaulitresisting
hydrostatic and hydrodynamic loads and effectsuolylancy. If this
method is used, compliance shall be certified byggstered professional
engineer or architect as in KCC 14.08.270(3).

3. Require adequate drainage paths around structargi®pes to guide floodwaters
around and away from proposed structures.

4. Recreational vehicles placed on sites within AO&oan the community's FIRM
are required to:

a. Be on the site for fewer than 180 consecutive dayd;

b. Be fully licensed and ready for highway use, omitgeels or jacking
system, be attached to the site only by quick diseot type utilities and
security devices, and have no permanently attaatididions. (Ord. 2001-
03; Ord. 93-18 § 5.5, 1993. Formerly 14.08.320).
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
